SCHOOL UNIFORM POLICY

It is the PARENTS’ / GUARDIANS’ RESPONSIBILITY to check that their
son/daughter wears the proper and appropriate uniform to school as follows:

SUMMER UNIFORM

e College skirt/trousers + College polo shirt with College Logo;
e Flat Black shoes (NOT BLACK BALLERINA SHOES) & Blue Socks (for Forms 1, 2
& 3) White socks (for Forms 4 & 5).

WINTER UNIFORM

e School/College trousers for both Boys and Girls;

e School/College Blazer with school badge;

e School/College shirt;

e School/College Bowtie for Girls or Tie for Boys;

e School/College pullover sleeveless or with sleeves;

e Flat Black shoes (NOT BLACK BALLERINA SHOES) and Blue socks;

e College Anorak for Form 1/2/3 students — TO BE WORN ON BLAZER.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION UNIFORM (P.E.) - Students are allowed to wear their P.E.

kit from home ONLY on the days when they have a PE lesson, consisting of:

e School/College tracksuit (jacket and trousers);

e School/College P.E. T-shirt and shorts;

e White plain gym shoes (NO OTHER COLOURS please) & White Socks;

e College White Cap;

e For winter ONLY a blue or white polo neck can be worn beneath the P.E. T-
shirt.

WHAT IS NOT ALLOWED WITH THE SCHOOL UNIFORM

e DYED/HIGHLIGHTED HAIR AND ANY TYPE OF FANCY HAIRSTYLES;

e STIFF/SCULPTURE HAIR GEL;

e VERY SHORT HAIR INCLUDING SHAVED HAIR (not less than clipper level 6);

e LONG HAIR HANGING ON SHOULDERS (LONG HAIR TO BE TIED BACK
NEATLY);

e COLOURED HAIR BANDS / HAIR CLIPS (ONLY BLUE/BLACK HAIRBANDS
ALLOWED);

e FANCY ACCESSORIES (BRACELETS, RINGS, NECKLACES AND ORNAMENTS);

e MAKE UP OF ANY KIND;

e NAIL ART / LONG FINGER NAILS AND/OR WITH POINTED TIPS / NAILPOLISH;

e PIERCING IN ANY PART OF THE BODY (Pair of Earrings for girls only allowed);

e TATTOOS;




e INAPPROPRIATE SCHOOL SHOES ;
e SHORT / FITTED SKIRTS (to be replaced by trousers).

UNIFORMS WHICH HAVE BEEN SCRIBBLED UPON ARE NOT ACCEPTABLE
AND IN SUCH CASES THEY NEED TO BE CLEANED OR REPLACED
IMMEDIATELY.
